Submit organized 
portfolio 15 days 
prior to State 
Boards.  Include 
items mentioned 
on Instructor 

Testing Expectations 
and Requirements 
form.  

Once 250-hour 
training program 
is completed, 
submit instructor 
exam application 
to Board.  

Continue 
development or 
studies with: 

• Portfolio 

• Professionalism 

• Lesson Planning 

• Practical Demo 

• Verbal/Scenario 
Explanations
